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Introduction 
The following table provides a rough climatic comparison of some centres adjacent to or with 
similar climates to where a few of the edible ectomycorrhizal mushrooms fruit: 
 

• Périgord black truffle (Tuber melanosporum),  
• Italian white truffle (T. magnatum),  
• Burgundy truffle (T. aestivum),  
• Bianchetto truffle (T. borchii),  
• Porcini (Boletus edulis),  
• Saffron milk cap (Lactarius deliciosus) 
• Painted bolete (Suillus lakei)
